Directions

This is a basic suggested route:

Perth → Mandurah → Bunbury

At the circle as you enter Bunbury follow the sign to Capel/Busselton.

Busselton


Turn left at the traffic lights after the river.

Dunsborough

Turn right into Naturaliste Terrace (this is at the turn off from Caves Road at the Petrol Station, the first turn follow a roundabout which leads into Dunsborough town centre). Keep going straight for roughly 8.5km until the sign to Eagle Bay, at which turn right into Eagle Bay Road.

Eagle Bay

Take the first right turning into Gypsey Street, which follows a small roundabout.

Folia, Lot 52

Folia is the second house on the left of Gypsey Street. Look for olive trees lining the driveway and bright blue window frames.

1. Contact

Telephone (08) 9446 1906 after hours, or (08) 9388 8844 during work hours if you have any problems.

If you have a problem that needs attention locally, our contact in the Dunsborough area is our cleaning service, Cleaning Plus. Contact them on (08) 9755 3670.

2. Sleeping

The house has two large bedrooms, each with a queen-sized bed. The mezzanine area holds three single beds, with extra mattresses under each bed should they be needed. The large couch downstairs also sleeps one person comfortable.

3. When you arrive:

a. Check that the lights are working by pushing any of the switches to the left of the front door. If they are not working, go to the switchboard outside the house on the left (when looking at the house) and turn all switches up.
b. Switch all three switches under the stairs by the microwave on, if they are off when you arrive. These control the water supply, stove and hot water system. Please check that the two outside taps have not been opened and running immediately after turning these switches. These have been left on in the past. The outside taps are located at the corner behind the stairs, and at the opposite diagional corner by the trough.
4. Cleaning materials

Use the Chux cloths and sponges that may be found in the kitchen area. There are Chux and sponges provided for kitchen bench tops, bathroom, vanity, shower, toilet etc. Please wipe the stove hob before use, or the glass will scratch.

5. Microwave

a. Simply enter the time you want and press start. STOP/CLEAR to pause/cancel.
b. The microwave can be used as a normal oven.

Press CONVECTION at the top. Select TEMPERATURE and enter the temperature you require. 

Press START.

Wait until it beeps. This means that it has reached the desired temperature.

If you want to bake/roast for e.g. 30 minutes, enter 30.00 minutes, then CONVECTION, then TEMPERATURE then start. 

When you want to stop, press CLEAR

Don’t worry that it makes a noise; the fan will stop when it cools down.

6. Bedding

Bed linen is not provided unless otherwise organised beforehand. Blankets and pillows are provided and can be found on the beds in each room or in the cupboards.

7. Telephone

The telephone is only available for local and emergency calls. The phone number for the house is (08) 9756 7612.

8. Washing Machine

The washing machine is a front loader which requires low sudsing soap powder or you will have serious problems(!). Please do not use the machine unless absolutely necessary because WATER IS SCARCE!

9. Before leaving

Leave the fridge on.

Please check that the taps and toilets are not running. If left on, they will empty the tank in just a few days.

Please put everything inside the house. The barbecue and casual chairs can be put on the verandah and left outside while you are there. Please make sure they are put inside when you leave. 

Ensure that all doors to the outside are locked. Check deadbolts on sliding doors are bolted. 

10.  Take with you:

Toiletries (soap, toilet paper etc), food/drinks, linen, clothes, toothbrush (don’t forget it!).

11.  Television

There is no television, though there is an aerial. This aerial will not receive Perth stations. There is a tape/cd/radio.

12.  Garbage

Garbage bins are collected on Monday mornings. Please put them at the top of the drive way on Sunday night.

13.  WATER

WATER IS VERY SCARCE. The house is run solely off a water tank which is filled naturally by rainwater during winter. This can last the whole summer if used wisely. Take short showers, don’t leave the water running while washing dishes, DO NOT CLEAN YOUR CAR (yes, it’s happened before).
